REPRESENTATIVE MATTERS

Defended an Internet service provider in one of the largest class action lawsuits ever brought under the Electronic Communications Privacy Act. The plaintiffs sought damages of $685 million on behalf of a putative class of 685,000 people who allegedly had their Internet search queries wrongfully disclosed. Result: The case was dismissed in its entirety prior to trial.
